 POLICY ON EARTHQUAKE INSURANCE  
 
 
Effective July 1, 2010, The Diocese of San Diego participates in an earthquake and flood 
insurance pool with six other California dioceses, (Oakland, Orange, Sacramento, San 
José, Santa Rosa and Monterrey). The pool of insured dioceses is covered by earthquake 
insurance with an aggregate coverage limit of $45 million.  The insurance also provides 
guaranteed coverage of a sub group consisting of Monterrey and San Diego, providing the 
two dioceses with minimum coverage of $20 million shared between the two dioceses 
under certain circumstances should there be multiple claims in a single policy year 
exhausting the aggregate limit.  The policy as in the past has a 5% deductible per insured 
unit (typically a building) with a minimum of $100,000 per occurrence.  Parishes are 
individually responsible for losses below the deductible provided by the insurance.
