Young Adults React to Going 24 Hours without Media

Read about the 15 surprise findings and insights from across the globe
when young adults from 5 different countries were asked to go
"electronic cold turkey"™ for 24 hours...

Some findings include:

1. Students reported that media - especially their mobile phones - have
literally become an extension of themselves. Going without media,
therefore, made i1t seem like they had lost part of themselves.

2. Many students, from all continents, literally couldn’t iImagine how
to fill up their empty hours without media.

3. Mobile phones function both as this generation’s Swiss Army knife
AND 1ts security blanket.

4. What i1s “news’? To students, “news’ means “anything that just
happened” — worldwide events AND friends’ everyday thoughts.

5. Students’ “addiction’ to media may not be clinically diagnosed, but

the cravings sure seem real — as do the anxiety and the depression
